
HOW IS THE BRACKET

DETERMINED?:
You will be placed in a “pool”, where you will play
against all the other teams in your pool. At the con-
clusion of the pool play, you will be seeded and
placed into a single elimination playoff bracket.

IS THERE A “GIRLS ONLY”
BRACKET?:
No. Girls may form their own teams, or may join
with a boys team to form a co-ed team. If enough
“girls-only” teams are entered we will make a “girls-
only” pool, but there will not be a separate girls only
bracket.

WHAT ARE THE RULES?:
Full rules will be provided when regis-
tration fee is handed in. Captains
will be responsible for knowing
and reviewing the rules with
their team members. Teams are
comprised of 6 players, with
the option to have a 7th play-
er as a substitute. Only 6 play-
ers play at one time. You win
your match by winning the
best of 3 games.
